II. Declaration of the Provider

1.    The Provider declares that the given dog was put into temporary care from   …………………………………
2.  The Provider has the legal autority to finding a new home for the dog, the closing of the adoption contract, and subsequently the monitoring of compliance of the arrangements made with the adopter and the payment of the adoption fees in the agreed amount.

(*) In the case of withdrawal from the Adoption Contract from the side of the Adopter for whatever reason, the Adopter does not have the right to have the adoption fees returned or for the reimbursement of any costs incurred, unless both parties agree otherwise.
III.  DUTIES AND OBLIGATIONS OF THE ADOPTER

1.  The Adopter is obliged to declare the dog in the place of residence at the relevant city authority and pay the fees for keeping a dog according to the local regulations. 
2.   The Adopter is obliged to ensure that the adopted animal is provided with the necessary care (adequate accommodation, plenty of good food and permanent access to drinking water) and all the necessary and required vetirinary treatments (according to Act 166/99 on veterinary care as amended).
3.  The Adopter agrees that the accommodation and individual care of the animal will not violate the laws on the prevention of cruelty to animals (Acts 246/1992 and 77/2004). The animal will not be tethered or otherwise have its mobility limited permanently or for long periods. The abandonment of animals is a crime under the law (Act on the protection of animals § 6).
4.  In the case of the adoption of a female puppy, the adopter agrees to ensure her castration between the first and second oestrus and ensure that no reproduction will occur. When adopting an adult female dog, castration must be undertaken within 6 weeks of adoption. Copies of proof of castration will   immediately be sent to the aforementioned address of the Provider.  In the event of the impregnation of the female due to the negligence of the adopter, the adopter must contact the Provider within 48 hours of the discovery of the event, and that the Adopter will provide his or her full cooperation for the solution of the situation (contact to a suitable veterinarian, transport of the animal, etc). The failure to meet these conditions is considered to be a serious violation of the Adoption Contract and has the consequence of the seizure of the animal and any of its descendants. The Adopter is responsible for any costs assosiated with the temporary care of the animal, its descendants and the subsequent castration.   
5.   The Adopter is obliged to inform the Provider of any changes in address or contact information.
6.  The Adopter agrees that the people listed below can undertake inspections of the animal, its  general condition and housing, including without prior notice. In the case of the discovery of inadequate care (e.g. abuse, insuffient provision of food and water, limited movement, involvement in reproduction) or that the animal is kept in substandard conditions, the Provider or the following authorised persons are empowered to cancel the contract and remove the animal from the care of the Adopter. The Adopter in this case is not entitled to the return of adoption fees and is responsible for any costs connected to the animals subsequent care.  
IV. FINAL PROVISIONS

1.  The Adopter is not entitled to transfer the animal to a third person who is not a party to this Agreement, without prior arrangement with any of the following contact persons:
