INEX – Association for voluntary activities
Article 1

INEX – Association for Voluntary Activities („INEX – SDA“) is a civic association based in 1991 according to law no. 83/1990, about gathering of citizens. It is regularly active in the region of the Czech Republic and has its seat in Prague 1, Senovazne namesti 24.

AIMS AND ACtivities of the civic association 

Article 2

INEX – SDA is a non-governmental and a non-profit organization. The aim is to give opportunity to young people to contribute to their environment through voluntary service and to contribute to tolerance and sustainable future in the society. 

Article 3

To achieve its aims, INEX-SDA is collaborating with other civic associations, local governments, public administration and  with individuals.

activites

Article 4

INEX – SDA is developing following activities:

1. Activites in the field of voluntary work

Organization and implementation of shortterm and longterm voluntary projects on national and international level. Projects are focused on:

· voluntary activities of young people 

· protecting the culture and natural heritage

· help in social  service 

· community development

· activities promoting alternative ways of life

· creating opportunities for socially excluded young people

· developing of voluntary activities abroad, exchange with countries from all over the world

· cooperation with networks of international voluntary organizations

· preventing xenophobia in the society

· promoting active citizenship 

2. Educational activities

· organizing of seminars about topical problems in the society,

· organizing of internships and courses for preparation of volunteers,

· generating conditions for deepening general, proffesional and language skills, 

· offering information and trainings in the field of voluntary work and development, environmental and intercultural education.

3. Raising awareness activities

· promotion of volunteering and empowering citizens for voluntary work, 

· organizing and co-organizing of cultural and raising awareness activities,

· lobby and touch public opinion activities in compliance with aims of INEX-SDA,

· efforts for increasing of status of voluntary work,

· production of educational and raising awareness materials, 

· production and dissemination of subjects promoting the idea of voluntary work.
Civic association INEX-SDA is following its aims also with other activities, that are not in conflict with article no.2 and valid laws. 

MEMBERSHIP 
Article 5

Every corporate body or individual can become a member of INEX-SDA, if they identify with the aims of the association, support the activities and fulfill the obligation to pay membership fee for each calendar year, and their membership has been approved by the Board. 

Article 6

The amount of membership fee is every year defined by the General Assembly. 

Article 7

The members of INEX-SDA have the right to: 

1. participate in activites of INEX-SDA, 

2. participate in INEX-SDA bodies dealings,

3. elect members of INEX-SDA bodies.

Article 8

Membership termination starts with: 

a) the day of receiving decision about membership termination,

b) unsatisfied membership fee till 31.3. of certain calendar year,

c) exclusion based on decision of Board.

General Assembly

Article 9

Supreme authority of INEX-SDA is General Assembly, assembled at least once a year. 

Article 10

General Assembly of INEX-SDA:

a) determines the mission of civic association; 

b) approves:

i) statutes of organization and its changes,

ii) balance sheet and profit and loss account of the civic assiaction,

iii) overall budget of the civic association;

c) elects and withdraws the members of the Board;

d) elects and withdraws members of Control Committee;

e) approves foundation of regional branches;

f) decides about other issues according to statutes of the civic association or law.

Article 11

General Assembly can only decide, if more than a half of its members are present. 

Article 12

Extraordinary General Assembly is assembled: 

a) if the Board decides so,

b) if a third of its members submit a written request to the chairman of the civic assosiation, 

c) if the Control Committee submits a request to the chairman of the civic assosiation,

d) in the case that there are not requested number of members taking part at the regular General Assembly. 

Board

Article 13

The Board has 5 members. Members of the Board are elected by a General Assembly in a secret election for two years. 

Board is electing chairman, vice-chairman and a treasurer from its members. 

Article 14

The Board of INEX-SDA:

a) decides about issues, that doesn´t belong to competences of the General Assembly,  

b) names and withdraws deputies of regional groups;

c) creates internal documents of the civic association.

The Board is assembled at least four times a year. Decisions are made by most of his members. 

Article 15

The Board proposes a programme of the Generaly Assembly and decides about the main activities of civic association.  

Article 16

The Boards can establish an INEX-SDA Secretariat to ensure organizational and administrative run of the association. Activities of the Secretariat are run by chairman, vice-chairman or accredited deputy (who is elected by the Board) or an employee of the Association.  

Chairman

Article 17

Chairman of the Association is a constituent representative body of INEX-SDA. He acts in the name of the civic Association, is managing the work of the Board and initiates the meeting of the Board. 

Control Committee

Article 18

Control Commitee is composed of 3 members, who are elected by General Assembly in the secret election of INEX-SDA for two years period. 

Control Commitee:

a) controlls if INEX-SDA is acting in compliance with valid legal enactment, statutes and other internal documents,

b) controls management of INEX-SDA on all levels and controls if acquired finances are used in harmony of interests and aims of INEX-SDA and approved budget,

c) submites a Control Report,

d) Control Committee is electing his chairman from its members. 

Regional branches and local groups

Article 19

INEX – SDA is developing regional activities and can establish regional branches or local groups following aims of the Assocation. 

Article 20

Local group can be found upon request of at least 3 members of INEX-SDA. Founding of a local group has to be approved by more than a half of the members of the Board.

Article 21

Regional branch can be found by at least four members of INEX-SDA. Foundation of a regional branch has to be approved by General Assembly. 

administration of the association

Article 22

Incomes of INEX – SDA are :

a) incomes from membership fees,

b) incomes from own activities, 

c) contributions from public budgets,

d) donations and dotation from corporate bodies or individuals,

e) other incomes allowed by law. 

Article 23

Expenditures of INEX-SDA appear from the budget approved by the General Assembly. Extraordinary expenditures are approved by the Board.  

Article 24

Administration of the Association is in compliance with valid legal enactments and resolution of General Assembly. 

Other forms of participation 

Article 25

The Board can appoint Honorary Board of Advisors. It has an consultative vote and a right to be present at the Board assemblies and a right to be informed. By these, it can develop and regulate activities and mission of the Association. The Honorary Board of Advisors concentrates on the enhancement of the aims and mission of the Association in a wider setting.

To support the activities, INEX-SDA can acquire Supporters and keep their relationship with the Association by forms of benefits or moral appreciation.

Statutes changes and association terminating

Article 26

The statutes can be changed by General Assembly on the request of the Board. 

Article 27

General Assembly can declare to Association termination at least 20 days before and proposed programme has to include a proposal of Association termination. Assocaition termination has to be approved by 2/3 majority of present members. 

Article 28

In case of Association termination a General Assembly can entrust one or more people with liquidation of property. The property devolves to nongovernmental organization who follows similar aim.
